

Objective:
To introduce comments, variables, and more on input/output
 1-     Write a program to display your full name on the screen and also write a comment on the     top of your program to describe the program purpose. 
2-     Write a program that stores the result of a sales variable multiplied by a profit variable into a third variable named netsales. Sales and profit values must be entered by the user. 
3-     Write a program to calculate the line equation Y = A + B*X, where A and B are two constants (A = 2, B = 4), X must be entered by the user. 
4-     Write a program that prints the numbers 1 to 5 on the same line with each pair of adjacent numbers separated by one space. 
          (Hint use the integer division and modulus operator) 
    For example if the user types in 12345 the program should print 
     1 2 3 4 5 
5-     If you have two fractions, a/b and c/d, their sum can be obtained from the formula: 
 a     c            a * d  + b * c 
--- + ---   =    ---------------------- 
      b       d                   b * d 
  
       for example, 1/4 plus  2/3 is 
 1       2            1 * 3  + 4 * 2             3+8         11 
--- + ---   =    -------------------------  =  -------   =  ----- 
       4       3                   4 * 3                   12            12 
  Write a program that encourages the user to enter two fractions and the display their sum in fractional form.  The interaction with the user might look like this: 
 

 Enter first fraction: 1 / 2 
Enter second fraction: 2 / 5 
sum = 9 / 10 
  You can take the advantage if the fact that the extraction operator (>>) can be chained to read in more than one quantity at once: 
    cin >> a>> ch >>b 
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
