To learn how to use switch statement:
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Example:

#include<stdlib.h>

#include<iostream.h>

void main()

{

int x;

cout<<"Enter your choice :";

cin>>x;

switch(x)

{

case 1:


system("calc"); // Opening Windows Calculator

break;

case 2:


system("mspaint");  // Opening Windows Paint


break;

case 3:


system("notepad");  // Opening Windows Notepad

break;

default:


cout<<"Out of range \n";  

}

}

1. Write a program using switch to calculate the following:

y = |x-6|




x = - 6 or x = 12
y = loge(x)



x = 1 or x = 5

y = sin(x) + cos(x)


x = 90 or x = 60
y = x4




 x = 4 or x = - 4

"Sorry data out of range”

 Otherwise


2. Write a program using switch to enter two integers A and B also enter an operator  (+, -, *, /), and then perform the operation according to the operator selected, beside that your program must display a message indicating the type of operator which has been selected. If none of these operators (+, -, *, /) has been chosen you should print a message out of range. Finally your program must repeat this operation depending on user request (Y,N)
Y = A + B

 
op = '+'

Y = A - B

 
op = '-'

Y = A * B

 
op = '*'

Y = A / B

 
op = '/'
and (B! =0)

"Out of range"

                Otherwise
