Registration: Seller certifies that this puppy was bred in accordance with the registered kennel for registration requirement for purebred dogs. Breeder has made application for litter registration, and individual dog papers will be issued to the buyer as soon as they are received, but no later than 90 days after sale. 

This puppy is being sold with (full), or (limited) registration. Both types of registration will permit this dog to participate fully in approved competition; the ‘limited’ registration denies registration privileges to any offspring of this dog, and is the seller’s confirmation that the dog is intended as a family pet, not for breeding.
Health Guarantee: Seller certifies that this puppy is, to the best of his knowledge, healthy at the time of sale. Vaccination records and a health background will be provided by the Seller, which includes information on diet, shots, worming, bathing, and any other treatments given this dog.

The buyer is required to have this puppy examined by a state licensed veterinarian within 72 hours of purchase, at buyer’s expense. If this dog is determined to have a major health defect, he/she may be returned to await exchange for another like puppy. This exchange does not cover death due to neglect nor abuse. 

Additional Provisions and Terms of Sale:


1) This dog is being sold as a family pet, and may be shown in nationally recognized breed or performance competition. It is never to be used for any other purpose (i.e., guard dog, attack dog, brood bitch).


2) Buyer agrees to proved for this dog’s emotional and physical care, including annual physical examinations and recommended vaccinations by a licensed veterinarian; nutritious food, positive-reward behavior training; local dog licenses if required; and permanent identification-loss protection either by microchip or tattoo, as recommended.


3) Buyer understands that this breed of dog needs special considerations regarding its environment, and agrees to house this dog indoors the majority of time. When outdoors, this dog requires fixed shade, ample safe and clean water supply, and complete secure fencing, especially when a swimming pool is on premises.


4) Seller recommends neutering (males) and spaying (females) at age of nine (9) months, unless dog is to be shown in competition, or health considerations require otherwise. Altered dogs live a healthier life and generally have fewer behavioral problems. Dogs sold with limited registration are not to be bred at all.


5) Buyer agrees to inform the seller if/when this dog is moved to another city and state, and the seller agrees, likewise, to inform buyer of any changes in location. If this dog is offered for sale or transferred to a third party, other than immediate family, the dog shall first be offered to the seller at the same terms, in writing, and the seller has ten (10) days to accept or reject this right of first-offer. If this dog should, anytime in its lifetime, need to be surrendered at no cost, the buyer will reclaim this dog, and its disposition becomes the choice of the breeder/seller.

6) Should the buyer be unable or unwilling to fulfill any of the above provisions, or if any local authority as having been neglected or abandoned seizes this dog, the seller retains the right to reclaim the dog without compensation. The buyer agrees to pay the seller any and all expenses, including court costs and reasonable attorney fees, in enforcing the terms and provisions of this contract.
