1. (Lines 18-30) According to Creon the thing that deserved the highest loyalty was the state. I think these are good principles for him to remain in power.

2. (Lines 31-42) I do not think that Creon is Justifies in treating Polyneices’ corpse like this because it is going against the gods. He does this however to install fear into the citizens if they plan on betraying him.

3. (Line 51) The Choragus suggests that the younger men carry out the decree because they do not want to be the ones to disobey the gods.
