Cassius is a very important character in Julius Caesar because he is the one who convinces Brutus to join the conspirators and without Brutus they would have had no chance in getting away with Caesar’s death. Cassius is also the one who convinces everyone else to go along with Brutus’ ideas like letting Antony live. Cassius is also one of Brutus’ best friends and fights Octavius and Antony with him. Cassius is also one of the actual “bad guys” because he kills Caesar for the power and not for justice.  Cassius is sly and power hungry because the only reason he killed Caesar was envious of Caesar’s power and he got someone honorable like Brutus to help him kill Caesar. He is also prone to giving up very quickly and threatens to kill himself if anything goes wrong with anything like when he threatens to kill himself when he thinks that they have been found out although it was a very small chance that they had been. He is also the main schemer in the play and always seems to be scheming something about somebody. Cassius is very duplicitous and always acting different than what he is. This is shown when he talks to Brutus for the first time in the play. Cassius is acting nice and innocent when really his overall plan is to convince Brutus to help kill Caesar. In the interview Cassius tries to be sly and avoid some questions while trying to take over most of interview by talking a lot about his good parts and explainin the reasons for the bad things that he did. He also asks the interviewer some questions of his own. He makes some of his answers questions going the other way to make you think. He also acts like he did nothing wrong and tries to fool you that he is a very good person. He sometimes speaks in an evil low voice thinking that no one can hear what he is really scheming.
