Title: fixing the wall that is already there.

Paraphrase: The hunters and ice and frost in the winter take down the wall. They fix the wall in spring; they walk the line and put it back up. Some rocks don’t want to stay. The neighbor says that fences are good neighbors.

Connotation – The poem is focusing on how both the neighbors maintain and keep their separation. The diction, imagery, syntax and other literary devices help convey the deeper meaning of the poem. 
For example, with the use of semicolons and commas, the poet makes the reader separate the sentences, just like the wall between the two neighbors. The use of the word “gap” in the poem also adds to the feeling of separation between the two neighbors. A metaphor also appears to show that both neighbors are very different from one another. One metaphor, “He is all pine and I am apple orchard,” really adds to the uniqueness and separation of both neighbors

Attitude: The attitude of the speaker toward the neighbor is skeptical/ bemusement; his attitude toward the fence is an attitude of uncertainty. 

Shifts: One shift is in line 11 when the poem switches from winter to spring.

Title- The title now represents keeping two people’s property separate, and also their lives. They come together once every spring to fix the wall.

Theme: Physical barriers can build emotional barriers, fences create neighbors who do not know each other.
