Hubris-Brutus has this. When Cassius says that Brutus is a good person, Brutus starts committing good deeds not because he can, but rather, because he worries about what other people think about him.  

Hamartia-Brutus has Hamartia because he is too honorable. He only sees the goodness in people, and not the bad.  Him and the conspirators made a bad judgment of Caesar because they thought all the signs, which they did not interpret right. They interpreted it as what they wanted, but not how it actually was.

Anagnorisis-Brutus has this. He recognizes his errors when he says, “Farewell…Caesar, now be still; I kill’d not thee will half so good a will.” Caesar says that he is sorry for Caesar’s death, and it is wrong.

Perepetia-Brutus and the Conspirators have this. They fell from their nobility and ran away.  People used to admire them, but because they killed Caesar, people started hating them, and their status fell along with them.

Catharsis-Brutus has this. The audience can feel for him because they can relate to his situations. If something bad happened, they would also choose to turn back and flee from difficult situations.
