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Transgendered self-identification:

Drag Queen: (Not always, but often homosexual)- male who emulates feminine actions/dress.

Butch: Masculine-appearing female.

Femme: Feminine-appearing male.

Drag King: (Again, not always homosexual)- female who emulates male actions/dress.

Intersex: Person born with mixed sexual physiology; often ‘assigned’ specific sex at birth, a practice that has recently come under attack.

Transvestite: Person who enjoys dressing in clothing identified with the opposite gender, but who isn’t always heterosexual.

Crossdresser: A more ‘socially polite’ term for transvestite.

Transgenderist: Person who lives their life posing as a member of the opposite gender without a gender-reassignment operation. Sexual orientation varies.

Androgyne: Person appearing and identifying as neither male nor female, presenting a mixed or neutral gender.

Transsexual: Person whose sexual identity is opposite to their assigned one at birth. Not all transsexuals undergo Sexual Reassignment surgery, or SRS, for various reasons all their own, including personal preference. Sexual orientation varies.

Transgender Community: Generally, people who transgress gender “norms” in various mannerisms. There has been a recent revolution in self-awareness among the transgendered peoples, and it has resulted in the celebration of many things considered shameful or flatly wrong by the wider social community and the inclusion of peoples from all social, religious, political, economic, and philosophical divisions. Their central ethic is the unconditional acceptance of individual exercise of freedoms, especially gender and sexual, identity, and orientation.
