Three separate guides will grade each individual with their final grade being an average of the three. The scoring system will be on a 1-5 scale (5 being skilled and 1 needing improvement) and each guide will be encouraged to leave at least 1 affirming feedback and 1 constructive feedback. These will be places in the “Notes” sections. The final grade will be an average of each section, again on the scale of 1-5.

The two events in the Olympics that are timed will be judged against each other. The team with the fastest time will gain 5 points, the next 4, and so on. 
Scoring guidelines

For on-water skills

· Can they perform an effective draw and pry stroke? Are they seated securely and able to project their voices to the front of the boat? Are they able to eddy out and to use eddies to maneuver the boat? Can they maneuver around rocks and use rocks to turn the boat? Are they able to identify and use currents as well as R-1?


Development

· Do they ask questions? Are they trying to learn in the way they are most able? Have they used all available resources, read their books and folders; practiced active listening and group development?

Personal Dynamic

· Are they generally likeable and flexible during situations? Do they have the determination, focus and concentration required? Are they respectful of others and themselves while at the same time being proper, punctual and creative? Have they become capable?

Group Dynamic

· Do they work well within their group and are they liked by others? Are they helpful and pitching in with teamwork? Are they creative with solutions, attentive and respectful to others (feedback)?

Olympics

· Can they tie their knots? How many targets did they hit with their throwbags? Points on the put-in talk, their z-drag and tarp times and place. How did they rate on their situations and first aid?
Miscellaneous

· Were they able to take direction? Did they have the endurance needed? Did they take initiative during the class? Were they conscious of their attire?

Lastly – would you trust this person to do everything they could, in a timely manner, during an emergency situation where your life is jeopardized? Would you recommend this person to guide complete novices down a river? What river would you rate their abilities on?
