Day 1: 
Pack and leave shop to Deschutes. Camp at Paradise campground


Day 2: 
Two trips down Deschutes: Wapinitia to Sandy Beach. Camp at Paradise campground.


Day 3: 
Trip down Deschutes: Wapinitia to Sandy Beach. Travel to Santiam; camp at Three Trees campground


Day 4: 
Trip down Santiam; Packsaddle to Mill City. Travel to Mckenzie; camp at Olallie campground


Day 5: 
Trip down McKenzie; Ollallie to Ruckert Bridge. Camp at Ruckert Bridge campground


Day 6: 
Trip down McKenzie; Blue River to Helfrich. Travel to North Umpqua; camp at Horseshoe Bend campground.


Day 7: 
Trip down North Umpqua; Boulder Drop to Gravel Bin. Camp at Horseshoe Bend campground.


Day 8: 
Trip down North Umpqua; Gravel Bin to Susan Creek. Travel to Rogue; camp at Almeda campground.


Day 9: 
Start Rogue Wild and Scenic section: put-in at Grave Creek, camp at Battle Bar


Day 10: 
Layover day at Battle Bar


Day 11: 
Trip down Rogue; Battle Bar to Solitude. Camp at Solitude campground


Day 12: 
Trip down Rogue; Solitude to Foster Bar take-out. Return to shop.

Emergency evacuation plan:

During any emergency requiring evacuation, 911 will be called immediately when the ability exists. Should the emergency occur in a place where it is impossible to use a cell phone, contact with a passing motorist will be made as soon as possible. Every effort will be made to make contact with Oregon’s Emergency Medical System. All trips will have a first aid kit which will include basic supplies, splints, bandages, etc. and all guides will be trained and certified in First Aid/CPR. The trip leader will have a Wilderness First Responder certification as well.
