Mainsail Trim
Mainsail Controls


Backstay - Bends mast, moving middle section forward, increasing the distance from luff to leech. 
This reduces draft  but moves it aft due to the reduced tension on the luff.


Outhaul - Pulls Foot of sail aft, controlling fullness of draft on bottom 1/3 of mainsail.


Halyard - Tightens luff, moving draft forward.


Main Sheet and Traveler - Controls sail position to relative wind, leech tension.


Boom Vang - Controls leech when sailing off the wind and the mainsheet eased.

Upwind

Light Air:



Draft full and back - Ease main halyard , backstay and outhaul.





     Trim mainsheet and traveler so that boom and clew are on the 




      centerline.





      Sight up the leech, bottom battens should hook to windward, top 




      (on fractional rig the second from top)  batten will be parallel to 




      boom (twist in the leech). Telltales may not stream due to 





      light wind. (On fractional rig, top telltale should give some 




      indiction.)




Heavy Air:



Draft reduced and forward - Tighten backstay,  main halyard and outhaul.





     Trim mainsheet and traveler as desdribed in Lighr Air. Telltales 




     should stream back indicating good air flow off leech.
