Exercise 3.2

After many times going through the assignment and getting nowhere, I also had a major problem with my computer.  First, my 15 gig drive had 31 bad sectors on it and I couldn’t write to disk.  I have had so many problems, that I opted to replace it with a 13 gig drive I had in storage.  Consequently, I had to fdisk it format it and reload all the stuff needed included VB6 to do the assignment.  I have things ok now, except the network, it’s not running for some odd reason, and I can’t figure it out.  I think I need to replace the nic in the living room where the kids computer is, so mine that’s in the bedroom can hop on the internet through the network connected to the ISP.  I still haven’t been able to complete that project.  In the meantime, I was able to do the Word assignment for the Simple Design assignment and figured out the tables part.  I at first tried to draw tables, and it looked real funky.  I was not to happy with it, I had to reread your instruction several times, and realized that the function tables is what you were talking about, and was able to do that.

As for the VB assignment, this was most difficult.  I think between the assignment instructions and the discussion area, I got really confused.  I resorted to having to do the walkthrough several times trying to observe acutely what is happening.  I even had to delete the project and start anew on more than one occasion, until I got the first one to HAPPEN, which I believe you are seeking.

One…

Private Sub cmdButton_Click()

Instead of the walkthrough exercise, I replaced the objects frmWalkthrough with Exercise, form property Caption to One for exercise one,

TxtPhrase with txtBox and cmdBold with cmdButton, naming the cmdButton “Push Me”. 

Now, with in the form’s code window I was able to see the objects just described, besides Form, I saw cmdButton and txtBox.  By selecting cmdButton from the object window, then click in procedure window the code was this below.

Private Sub cmdButton_Click()

I then typed in the instruction of exercise one in the  blank space 


Indented of course, txtBox.Text = “Hello”

End Sub was already in place.

So, I ran the program.  The next screen or dialog box wanted to know if I wanted to save it or not.  I said no, just in case I don’t see what I expect to see.  It accepted my answer and then a gray window with a blue title bar labeled One and a text box with a blinking cursor and a command box labeled  “Push Me” minus the quotes was looking right at me.  I pushed the command button and then the word “Hello” magically appeared, minus the quotes.

Two…

Recognizing that the command click is still going on for exercise two, instead of start afresh, I just closed the run program, and placed my cursor next to “hello” statement and pressed enter.  This brought the statement one line down.  I click above the “hello” statement and typed in the new statement txtBox.ForeColor = vbRed and ran the program.  Same story as told on One, only now when I push the button, Hello appears in red text.

Three….

Highlighting just the ForeColor = vbRed statement and deleting, I placed Font.Italic = True in it’s place and ran the program.  Now, when I push the button, instead of red Hello looking at me, I now have black text in Italic instead.

Four…

Like in the last step, I highlighted just the part that won’t be in this step and deleted it, and placed in it’s place, Size = 24.  I ran the program and pushed the button, and my eyes widened at the sight I just saw.  Hello filled the entire size of the text box.

Five…

I deleted the line except the part of the statement txtBox, then highlight that and cut it, I went to the hello statement and backspaced it up a line, placed the cursor at the end of the statement and pasted txtBox there and added .Visible = False in it’s place.  I ran the program and pushed the button and found the text box totally disappeared.

Six…

After deleting the statement I placed the statement txtBox.Font.Bold = True above the Hello statement and ran the program.  I pushed the button and noticed the text had changed to a bold font.

Seven…

I had to include into the object window txtOne , txtTwo and lblOne.  Closed it, double clicked on textbox tool bar and added another textbox and double clicked on the lable button of the tool bar and labeled it lblOne. In the name box I put each name of the text box and lable and double clicked on the form window to bring up the code window.  I clicked on the object window and indeed found the objects now ready to call.

I called lblOne and colored it green like this:

Private Sub txtOne_LostFocus()


lblOne.ForeColor = vbGreen


lblOne.Caption = “Hello”

I ran the program and found the form now has two text boxes a command button and a lonely little ol’ text phrase lable1 all by itself without any box.

I pressed the tab button on the keyboard and found that the text disappeared and now a green word Hello in it’s place.  I can tab around all I want and nothing else happens.

Eight…

Now, I was told to delete the statement of the vbGreen lable, and so I did.  I ran the program, pressed the tab button and found the lable1 change to a black Hello.  Once tabbed the text Hello just stays there.

Nine…

Now, I had to choose txtTwo  and give it focus. Ok, I can handle that, then I was told to lable’s caption a font size of 24 and name of Courier like this:

Private Sub txtTwo_GotFocus()


lblOne.Font.Name = “Courier”


lblOne.Font.Size = 24


lblOne.Caption = “Hello”

End Sub

I ran the program, and found the familiar two text boxes, command button and the label1. I tabbed and now lable1 changed to a larger size saying Hello, one my focus was on the text box two.  I closed the program and reran it.  This time using the mouse, I clicked on the button, nothing happened, I clicked on text box one, and nothing happened.  I clicked on text box two and the Hello became big.

Ten…

I deleted the statement of the font size and changed the font statement to Italic = True and ran the program.  I got the familiar form with the two text boxes, command button and lable1 looking right at me.  This time nothing happens until text box two has the focus and the Hello label had changed into an Italic Hello.
