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The terminal symbol begins the flow of logic, represented by the oval symbol.





The process symbol contains an If statement in Boolean variables.  The fields must be validated. If field is found to be out of range, then the next process an appropriate message is to be placed into another variable, called “error message”.





The input symbol is to read the employee details.





The Decision symbol decides whether the statement is true or false.  If true, it goes the way of the flow line to the next logical symbol, if false, then it goes to the other flow for the next decision.





The flow lines follow the flow of logic to the next symbol called the  multidocument symbol, indicating the flow chart extends to the next page.
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
