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HAPPY BAG PATTERN 
 

Cut 2 pcs for Bag  – 13 ½  x  14 ½   
 
Cut 2 pcs for Lining  - 13 ½  x 14 ½ 
 
Cut 2 pcs for Handle – 4 x 161/2 
 

1. Fold handle pieces in half lengthwise, press and fold raw edges into the 
pressed center.  Then top stitch both edges of handle.  Attach handles to 
top of the bag 4” in from the raw edges of the bag. 

 
2.  Sew the lining and the bag together at the top.  Then attach the two halves 

together leaving about 4” opening at the bottom of the lining to turn right 
sides out.
