Thank you for your interest in helping SAFR succeed.  There are many things that we need help with.  Below is a list and a short description of what the job entails.  Please let us know where you would like to help.

Phone Callers:  People to call a list of voters, which we will provide, in order to ask each voter if they will support the override.  A script and instructions will be provided and a name can be given for voters to contact with any questions that you cannot answer yourself.  

Precinct Captains:  People to oversee phone callers in their precinct.  Directions and support will be provided.  

Coffee Hour Host:  People willing to open up their houses to host informational gathering sessions.  We will provide people knowledgeable in the override and reasons the override should be passed and people to attend the coffee hour, if you are willing to provide coffee and dessert and perhaps some names of your friends who might want to come too.

Editorial Writers:  People to submit an editorial to the local papers in support of the override.  Editors will be available to help as well as submit the finished letter.

Editors:  People willing to read potential pro-override editorials and proofread them as well as submit the finished article to the various local papers.  Newspaper contacts will be provided.

Fundraiser Ticket Sellers:  People willing to take tickets to sell for our fundraiser.  Tickets will be provided.  

Fundraiser Helpers:  People to help both before and after the fundraiser in a variety of ways- shopping, set up, clean up, etc.  

Phone Bankers for Weekend Before Election:  People willing to make phone calls the weekend before the election (March 29th and 30th), reminding our "yes" voters to vote on Election Day.  Times and location to be determined.  Phone lists will be provided.

Phone Callers for Election Day:  People willing to make phone calls the day of the Election (Tuesday, April 1st) to remind "yes" voters to go to the polls.  Phone calls will be made throughout the entire day, 9am-7:30pm.  Phone lists will be provided.  Location to be determined.

Poll Checkers:  People willing to sit at a polling location to listen as voters check in and cross the "yes" voters off of our list.  Lists will be provided.  This was very successful last year.  Locations and times to be determined.  Time will be between the hours of 7am and 8pm.  

Drivers for Election Day:  People willing to pick up "yes" voters and drive them to their polling location.  

Election Day Victory Party:  People willing to plan this important end of the committee get together, which will happen after the polls close.
