Title:  HTML to WML conversion and vice versa 

S/W used: C++, HTML, WML and Wap browsers.

Description: HTML to WML conversion implies that, performing the data format conversion for Mobile devices, here we are converting the tags of HTML to equivalent WML tags. Whenever we want to display the HTML content on a WAP enabled device, it requires the content in terms of WML files only. The WML tags are to be converted to 

HTML equivalent tags when the WML web page is to be displayed on the computer in the form of HTML page. This is because normal web page browsers require the content in HTML tags only. Actually many lakhs of sites are present on the internet in HTML form.

Using M-commerce to get this information on WAP enabled devices we require converter. Here the project solves this problem of conversion from HTML to WML.  Also, vice versa these two types of conversions are to be performed by a gateway. The project is then a simulation of gateway in which the conversion part is taken care of the actual usage of this converter is to promote the availability of information through a markup language to any user with any kind of device. This is without any kind of device constraints.

Title:  DIGITAL SINE WAVE SYNTHESIZER

Title: BROADCASTING REAL TIME DATA USING TCP/IP PROTOCOL.

Description: Broadcasting real time data using TCP/IP protocol   is carried out on a UNIX platform, using sockets as the application program Interface (API), using client/server architecture. The project is designed to provide Spacecraft telemetry data from the shared memory segments at the server end, to the entire client residing on the Ethernet based local area network (LAN). One part of the software transfers the Spacecraft telemetry data into the shared memory through a serial port, another part of the software calculates/monitors the time delay on the network.
