Rashed, born Rashed O. Davison to Raynard and Gloria D. Davison in St. Louis, Missouri, is a soulful crooner who has been surrounded by music from an early age. His mother, also a vocalist, youthfully disavowed her date with fame when she chose to devote time to creating a family instead of touring America with such popular acts as WAR and the Stylistics. Rashed credits his mother, who never forgot her musical instincts, with introducing him to the provocative world of music. He recounts that as she routinely sang while tending to her daily task, he would often provide lush harmonic vocal accompaniment. Whether he was humming along in the kitchen or singing in the choir at church, Rashed has always had a love affair with music that continues to this day. 

You can hear his devotion to music when he talks and it is hauntingly present each time he opens his mouth to sing. Music is such a large part of his life and spirit that when he was observed singing his newly composed song, entitled "Justine", an honest melody about a single mother in desperate times, was himself, moved to tears. His special ability to connect to an audience’s sensibilities is often evoked as he writes song after heartfelt song. For example, in the song entitled "Freedom 4 Me", this prolific young writer, addresses the difficulties suffered by the disenfranchised created by racial and socioeconomic disparity. A bluesy down on your luck song, "Freedom 4 Me" is sure to strike a chord even among the most content of individuals. Ráshed's ability to engage his audience in his exploration of the depths of despair and the heights of joy makes him a noteworthy up and coming artist. 

While Rashed’s acute appetite for social commentary is adroitly displayed in songs like “Justine” and “Freedom 4 Me”, there is another side to him- a softer side. In fact, his liquid vocals slide over love ballads like, "My Heart Won't Lie" and the lyrically captivating, "Tonight". With seduction in his voice and a twinkle in his eye, it is difficult for the most sophisticated of audiences to remain grounded in reality. His honeyed lyrics and velvet voice set him on equal footing with several notable music talents by which he has been inspired:  Stevie Wonder, Michael Jackson, Ella Fitzgerald, Journey, Brian McKnight, Daryl Coley, and Luciano Pavarotti, just to name a few. 

Like any vigilant student, Rashed unabashedly pays homage to the talents that richly influence his musical style with his textured lyrics, seductive melodies, and mellifluous vocal delivery- inevitably creating a musical flavor uniquely his own. Rashed's dedication to his craft has pushed him to further and higher limits as he seeks to perfect his vocal technique and lyrical style.
