Article Review Guidelines

Students should carefully follow these guidelines when writing article reviews.

Each article review is worth 25 points.

· Read the assigned article.

· Write a review of the article.

· Each review must be at least one full page in length.

· Each review must be typed, double-spaced, with 12-point font.

· Each review must include:

· Your name.

· Course title.

· Instructor’s name

· Name of the article you are reviewing

· In the article review, you must include answers to the following questions:

· What is the main idea of the article?

· What arguments did the author give to support his/her main idea?

· What did you learn from the article?

· You must use proper spelling and grammar in your reviews.

· Do not copy from the article or any other source. This review must be in your own words.

· Your grade will be based on:

· Whether or not you were able to explain the main idea of the article and give the supporting facts.

· Proper spelling and grammar.

· Whether or not you followed the instructions.
