Thanks, Shawn.  FREQUENCY SYNTHESIZER:  Bob reported that there are several pertinent articles in the current QST magazine.  TRIPS:  Bob and Mike made several trips to Baraboo to get the new repeater up and running.  

2007 FLOOD RECAP:  

a.  21 members of PVR volunteered their time and talents serving during the   

     recent flood emergency.  People outside PVR were impressed with the way our  

     operators performed, especially our local government agencies, the state   

     officials, and Darin, RC Emergency Management Coordinator.    
b.  In the EOC, PVR manned 2 UHF/VHF radios and 1 telephone. 

c.  Other PVR operators were dispatched to strategic areas in the field. 

d.  The Red Cross at the Shelter in the Middle School said that they have been to   

     many other emergencies, but this was the first time a radio operator was 
     assigned to a shelter.  The officials said it was great to keep abreast of what 
     was happening.  

e. One negative thing was reported.  Have patience when making reports from    the field.  There were several instances where operators jumped in on a QSO making it difficult to hear.  Please have patience. 

SKYWARN RECAP: 

a. During a weather activation, please report only pertinent information.  There 

      are too many reports given that really do not need to be made.  See the list of   

      things to be reported on the Skywarn page of our website.

b. NWS in La Crosse needs important info, not “that it is beginning to rain,” etc.

c. There was much discussion on the flood and Skywarn.  Chris found a logging 

program that may be of some interest for Skywarn.  Using  Power Point he illustrated how this program may be used during weather activation. 

QST ARTICLES:  

a. Bob reported on several interesting articles found in the current issue of QST. 

He is going to look into the Motorola Micor conversion. 

b. An article discussed “attic” antennas.  This would be good for those living in

apartments or having space restrictions. The article was very good. 
c. There is also a good article on frequency synthesizers. 

OLD BUSINESS – ARES/RACES:

a. The ground has been broken at the tower site, so things are progressing.  

NEW BUSINESS – ARES/RACES: 

a. Don’t forget that NIMS 200 is required.  Some members have already 

completed this. 

b. There are still 2 ANEMOMETERS missing!  If you have one of these … or

both … please return them as we are handicapped without them.  The EOC had 6 anamometers … Darin has 1 … leaving 5.  Of these 5, 2 are missing leaving only 3.  Of these 3, one does not function properly and the others need

new batteries and calibrated.  You can see our predicament. 

Any volunteers to 

help with this?  Contact Bob.

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b. PVR has another club call sign in addition to W9PVR.  It is W9SSC and will be used as a Special Events call during Field Day which occurs at the same time as Star Spangled Celebration.

a. Bob asked if anyone has made contacts using the WIN frequency.  Some have.
