CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS OF THE PINE VALLEY REPEATER, LTD
(RICHLAND COUNTRY ARES/RACES)
Constitution: 


Article 1.  NAME

· The name of the organization shall be the PINE VALLEY REPEATER, LTD. (RICHLAND COUNTY ARES/RACES) 

Article 2.  PURPOSE 

· The purpose of the organization is to promote the interest of and active

participation in amateur radio, emergency communications and public

service, and to recruit, train, and maintain a crew of Amateur Radio 

Operators who are ready to furnish communication services in a time

of need. 
· The organization is organized exclusively for charitable, religious,

educational, and scientific purposes under Section 501(c)(3) of the 

internal Revenue Code, including, for such purposes, the making of

distributions to organizations that qualify as exempt organizations

under Section  501(c)(3) of the Code, or corresponding section of

any future federal tax code. 


Article 3.  MEMBERSHIP 

· Membership in this organization shall be open to licensed Amateur

Radio Operators of all classes and to others displaying a genuine interest in amateur radio.  Members shall be approved by the Board of Directors.
· Licensed radio amateurs who are members in good standing shall be

the voting membership.

*     Annual dues shall be $15.00.  The fiscal year for the PVR is from
       Oct. 1 to Sept. 30.  
· All dues shall be due by January 1. 
Article 4.  OFFICERS

· There shall be a President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer who shall perform those duties defined in the bylaws.  
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· Officers must be a licensed Amateur Radio Operator of any class.  

· The term of office shall be two years and shall commence upon                                       

election. 



*  Vacancies occurring between elections shall be filled by special

                             election at the first regular meeting at which the withdrawal or

                             resignation is announced.  Elections shall be by majority of voting

                             members present.  
*    Any officer missing three consecutive meetings without prior  

      notification may be removed from office and said office shall be filled 

      by special election at the next regular meeting.  

 
Article 5.   ELECTIONS

· Elections shall be held at the May meeting by majority 

of the voting members present.  

BYLAWS OF THE PINE VALLEY REPEATER, LTD. (RICHLAND COUNTY AREA/RACES)

Article 1    OFFICERS

· The President shall preside over all regular membership and Executive 

Board meetings and is responsible for the overall operation of the unit



      The President shall be responsible for fundraising, act as the main 


      event coordinator, and prepare and manage the event calendar for 



      participation of the organization in various events, providing 

                              communication services.  The President shall be responsible for the



      liaison between the organization and the Richland County Emergency



      Management office.  



 *   The Vice President shall preside in the absence of the President.  The 

Vice President shall also keep an accurate inventory of equipment, 
supplies, and materials, and where this is stored.  A current inventory list, in quadruplicate, shall be kept of all items and their locations.  One copy of the list will be held by the Vice President, one copy will be held in the file of the Treasurer, and one copy will be held in the office of the Richland County Emergency Management. The Vice President shall also assist the President in fundraising for the organization. 
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· The Secretary shall record the minutes of the regular club meetings,   

handle unit correspondence, maintain unit records, and distribute 

any information pertinent to the operations of the unit. 

· The Treasurer shall control and maintain records of all club funds, 

       keep the membership list current and keep detailed records of other
                               fund drives. The Treasurer will report the current balances of                                                                   

       accounts, expenditures, and income by distributing a monthly 

                               statement.   

· The Communications Director shall be responsible for recruiting and training of new and existing members.  The Communications Director also provides  schedules of classes available including those offered by other agencies for emergency preparedness and sets up completion 

                              recognition programs and requirements for education.  The  
                              Communications Director is to keep records of members who attended 

                              various classes, prepares outlines for recruiting activities in various 

                              venues (schools, clubs, events, etc.) 

 
Article 2.    BOARD OF DIRECTORS

· The Board of Directors shall consist of the President, Vice President, 

Secretary, and Treasurer plus five (5) members at large.   

              Article 3.   ORGANIZATION-OWNED PROPERTY 

· The President shall be the custodian of all organization-owned 

property.

· Members shall have access to the use of organization-owned property

only during the time of organization events, or when called upon by the Emergency Management Coordinator in time of need.  Individuals

using club-owned property are responsible for the care and preservation of the property while in their hands.  No item of organization-owned property may be modified or removed by any of the members without express approval of the President and Vice President.  

· Should it become necessary to acquire new property and the 

disposition of old property shall be subject to review by a majority vote of the voting membership attending any regular meeting.  Necessary repairs of organization-owned equipment will be 
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accomplished at a minimum cost to the organization, and such costs shall be subject to review and prior approval of the Officers.  

         
  Article 4.   ELECTIONS 
· The election of Officers shall take place in May of every other year at  

                  General membership meeting.
· The term of office shall be two years, but may serve consecutive years

if that is the desire of the Members. 
· Nominations for Officers shall take place in April of the year in which
Elections are to take place.  

· A 2/3’s vote of the Regular Membership in attendance at the meeting
shall constitute authorization. 


Article 5.   POWERS

· No part of the net income or assets of the organization shall transfer

to the benefit of any officer, trustee, member or other private persons.

· The organization shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable

compensation for services rendered.  

· The organization shall be authorized to make payments and 

distributions set forth in the purpose clause.  

· No substantial part of the activities of the organization shall be the 

carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence 

 legislation.

· The organization shall not participate in, or intervene in (including 

the publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.  

· The organization shall not be conducted for any purposes nor 

permitted to be conducted 



 
a)   by an organization exempt from federal income tax under                                                             
                                          501( c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or

                                          corresponding section of any future federal tax code. 

b)   by an organization, contributions to which are deductible under 
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      section 170(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code, or 

      corresponding section of any future federal tax code.   

Article 5.    DISSOLUTION 

· Upon dissolution of the organization all cash and remaining assets 

after payments of liability, shall be distributed to a 501(c)(3) charitable organization approved by the general membership that is within the 

 Internal Revenue Code.    

· No part of net income or assets of the organization shall transfer to

the benefit or any officer or member.  

· All equipment, material, and supplies shall remain in the office of

the Richland County Emergency Management office to be used only

by a licensed Amateur Radio Operator in an emergency in the event of a natural or human disaster, or to fulfill the duties of the organization relative to community functions.  
· Any such assets not disposed of shall be disposed of by the Court of 

Common Pleas of the county in which the principal office of the 

organization is then located, exclusively for such purposes or to such 

organization or organizations, as said Court shall determine, which are

organized and operated exclusively for such purposes.  


Article 6.    REPEATER, RADIO EQUIPMENT, TOWER and ANTENNA
· All maintenance, repair and/or modifications to the repeater shall be the responsibility of the organization.  

· All maintenance, repair and/or modifications of all radio equipment

shall be the responsibility of the organization. 

· All maintenance, repair and/or modifications to the tower and antennas

shall be the responsibility of the organization. 

· The organization shall have control over the budgeted  maintenance funds.  


Article 7.   LOANS 
· In the event the organization must take out a loan in order to conduct 
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it’s business, the President of the organization shall be the 

sole person authorized to sign for the loan.  

*   Should the President to unavailable to fulfill this duty, the Vice

                             President  shall be assigned that task.  


Article 8.  EMERGENCY COMMUNICATION 

· The Pine River Repeater, Ltd., shall become part of the ARES/RACES

emergency communication program.
