	The Redwood City Señors Softball Club is made up of about 300 recreational and tournament level senior softball players. It is open to anyone 50 years of age (within the calendar year) or older.  We play all year long. Annual dues are currently $35.00.

1.  Summer Night League - The Summer Night League usually starts in April or May and continues until the end of August. Games are played at The Highlands Park in San Carlos on Tuesday nights. Players are assigned to a team according to their known ability and age.  Active members who sign up are notified of their assignment and issued a schedule by their team manager.  You must become an Active Señors member to play.  

2.  Winter Night League – For those that can handle cooler temperatures, the Club also sponsors a Winter Night League.  We usually start this league in November and play through February of the following year. The playing format is basically the same as that for the Summer League, with the exception of “rain-outs”. If the Tuesday night game is cancelled due to weather, it is played on the following Thursday, weather permitting.  We usually play our Winter League at Hawes Park in Redwood City.

3.  Week-Day Games - Club members are eligible to play Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday mornings at Griffin Field in the Red Morton Community Park Complex. 

This is a new synthetic turf playing field. It is located off Valota Road, just two blocks off Jefferson Avenue in Redwood City. Hoover School, located at Spring and Woodside Road, is an alternate play site. Members play on different teams each day. Knowledgeable Club members put the teams together so that the teams are balanced competitively. Batting practice begins about 9:00am and games start promptly at 10:00am.  Members wishing to participate should be on the field and ready to play prior to 9:45am to ensure that they are placed on to one of the teams. These games usually end around 11:30am. 

4.  Tournament Teams - Club members also play on Tournament Teams. The teams play weekends and most games are local but can range to Sacramento, Turlock and some even out of the State.  The teams are organized by five-year age groups. For example, players 50-54 would be on one team and would normally play other teams in the same age group. You may be asked to try out for a team, or you may ask to try out for a team. If you are interested contact a Board Member for more information.

5.  Redwood City Señors Tournament - The Club sponsors an annual Redwood City Señors Softball Tournament. This usually happens during the month of June. At least three playing fields are used to accommodate the large number of teams that come to participate in this annual two day event. This would be a good tournament to visit, if you want to get an idea of the level of play and how the teams are organized into age and ability divisions. Specific dates are listed on the Club website.

6.  "One Pitch" Tournament on the July 4th – This an annual event held at the Red Morton Park Complex in Redwood City for Club Members only.  The teams are made up by the Board and have all ages/abilities on each team.  A Bar-B-Que for members and their guests is held adjacent to the primary playing fields. Traditional hot dogs and hamburgers are the usual cuisine for this holiday event.

7.  Social Stuff - We have an annual holiday dinner dance in December.  

8. How to Join - This is a great Club!  If you are thinking about joining the Club or have questions, the next step is to email Jack Hoover at dj911@sbcglobal.net. Please place “Señors Softball Club” on the subject line of your email message. That way you will not be a victim of a spam filter and will receive a more immediate reply. He can answer your questions and/or start you through the membership process.
