Tuesday Night League Play Guidelines

1. Our Tuesday Night Softball League Play has been specifically set-up for the enjoyment of Redwood City Señors Softball Club members, who wish to participate in this structured activity.
2. A “League Commissioner” is appointed by our Club Board of Directors.

3. The League Commissioner is responsible for managing overall league organization and play, and for resolving any unforeseen issues that might arise. The League Commissioner’s decisions are final, but subject to review by the Board of Directors. 
4. All players must be current in their payment of club dues before they can participate in this activity.
5. Club members are notified several weeks in advance of the start-up dates for the Summer and Winter Leagues. Those wishing to play submit their names into a collective pool, from which several teams will be established.

6. Non-members wishing to play are required to apply for club membership prior to their being allowed to participate. The application, along with proof of age, and a check made out to “Redwood City Señors” in the amount of $35.00 needs to be sent to Redwood City Señors Softball Club, P.O. Box 3904, Redwood City, CA 94064. Applications are available for downloading from our website www.seniorsoftball.us or by asking a current club member for one. 
7. Submitted applications for membership will be reviewed and the individual applicant must be accepted for membership in the club before they can participate in this league play. 
8. New players coming into the club after teams have already been established will be assigned to a specific team by the League Commissioner in coordination with the Team Coaches/Managers.
9. The Team Coaches/Managers are responsible for making sure that any new player(s) that approach them wishing to join their specific team have complied with the club membership requirements noted above prior to adding them to their line-up or allowing them to play. This process is to be coordinated and confirmed through the League Commissioner.
