Tuesday Night League Play Rules
(Revised July 7, 2008)
1. An ASA Umpire will be provided for each game played.

2. For safety purposes, “Only ASA Approved Bats” will be allowed. An approved bat list is available on the ASA web site. Bats should have an ASA Approved Stamp on the barrel of the bat. For those bats manufactured prior to the year 2000, when these stamps first started, you must refer to the ASA Approved Bat Listing. There are also several previously approved bats that are no longer legally approved, i.e.: the Miken Ultra and as of January 1, 2008, the original Miken Freak. 
3. Lady players will be allowed the opportunity to hit an 11” softball.
4. Games played will be 7 innings in duration or 1 hour and 10 minutes. The 7th Inning will be an open inning. Only if there is a tie after 7 innings of play and there is still time left on the play clock, a single extra tie breaking inning will be played. At the start of the tie breaking inning, the last batter from the previous inning will be placed at 2nd base. The results after this last inning will be final.

5. When a team comes up short on players, less than 11, “extra players” can be added to the line-up only via a “draw” process. Prior to the start of the game, any club member present at the playing field and wanting to play as an “extra” on another team may submit their name, via a provided card, and be included in a non-biased blind draw. Team Coach/Managers shall specifically ask those present and wanting to play to submit their names into the “draw”. If an injury occurs during a game, which results in a player leaving the game, that player can also be replaced via the “draw” process. Team Coach/Managers shall not place additional players on their roster without first attempting to comply with the “draw” process.
6. Any club member playing as an “extra” without exception will bat at the bottom of that team’s batting order, behind all assigned players.
7. During Winter Play only, if the playing field is closed on Tuesday night, that game will be played two nights later on Thursday night, if the field is playable. If not, there will be no make-up game. Players should call 650-363-1140 prior to game time to confirm field conditions for that night.
