Anti-emetics
The four main anti-emetic drugs are:
· Histamine antagonists
· Muscarinic antagonists

· Dopamine antagonists

· Serotonin antagonists

The mechanism of action is only given in this lecture notes. 
Muscarinic receptor antagonists
· Drugs include: promethazine, hyoscine
· Mechanism of action:
· Muscarinic receptors are involved in the visceral afferent inputs from the GIT to the vomiting centre of the brain 
· Inhibition of these receptors mean vomiting reflex is inhibited, anti-emetic effect established. 

Serotonin antagonists
· Drugs include: ondansetron
· Mechanism of action:
· Inhibition of the 5HT3 receptors in the CTZ and gut and inhibits serotonin release from the ECL in the small intestine
· Vomitting prevented

Dopamine receptor antagonists
· Drugs include: metochlopramide, prochloroperazine
· Mechanism of action:
· Block dopamine D2 receptors and inhibit dopaminergic stimulation of CTZ. Vomitting prevented.
