1. Dorlands Medical Dictionary (or any other equivalent) 
2. West J.B. Pulmonary Pathophysiology – The essentials. 5th ed. Lippincott Williams and Wilkins. 1997. (check for new version)

3. Sadler T.W. Langman’s Medical Embryology. 8th ed. Lippincott Williams and Wilkins. 2000. 

4. Waller D.G., Renwick A.G., Hillier K. Medical pharmacology. Saunders Co. 2001. 

· Advised not to buy any pharmacology book until you arrive in Hobart. Rang & Dale is another pharmacology book recommended. You need to decide for yourself. I used Waller because I found it an excellent book with “to the point” details. 

5. Elliot & Elliot. Biochemistry and molecular biology. 2nd ed. Oxford University Press. 2001. 

· Generally, I would advise you against buying any book for biochemistry. I bought one because I was not aware that it was a total waste. The biochemistry exam is totally based on your lecture notes. So if its not on the lecture notes, it’s not in the exam. They will advise you so at the start of the year. If you do wish to buy a book, it will set you back some $70/-, but wait until you arrive in Hobart as different books are recommended. I bought this book because it is cheaper than some others. 

6. Wheaters. Functional histology book. (if not already purchased, this is absolutely essential at second year level)

7. Moore and Dalley. Clinically oriented anatomy. (if not already purchased, this is absolutely essential at second year level)

8. Netter F.H. Human anatomy atlas. (if not already purchased, this is absolutely essential)

9. Lilly L.S. Pathophysiology of heart disease. 2nd ed. Lippincott Williams and Wilkins. 1998. (newer version may be on the market, check ( this book is an absolute great buy).

10. Abraham & Weir. Imaging atlas. (If not already purchased, its okay – I used the CD. It is available from me. I will let you burn it. I find the CD more useful and it allows for minor “tests” & “exams” which the book obviously does not allow. Derek picks most his MRI/CT/Radiographs from here. A good buy or burn!). 

11. Any surface anatomy book is advised but is not used at all in 2nd year unless you are a real geek. I did not use one, and I did not find any time when they told to use one. It is used in senior years. If you want to get ahead, then wait until you arrive in Hobart and ask Derek or your clinical anatomy tutor for the best book in 2003.

15. Abbas & Lichtman. Basic Immunology. 

· I would advise you not to buy any Immunology book until you arrive in Hobart. There are many available and each of them are different levels. If you want to be cost effective, it would be advised you buy one that last’s you the whole six years. I borrowed an Immunology book for the 2nd semester (that is when you need it), and am thinking of buying one that lasts me. Abbas and Lichtman has two versions, one for basic level (one described above) and another which is more detailed (required up until 4th year).

16. Robbins Pathological basis of disease. 5th ed. (new edition now on the market). 
· Again, I used this book. They recommend Underwood but this will not be detailed enough for senior years. I advise you invest in Robbins and its pocket companion. It will set you back about $200/- all up but really worth it. (Prices in $AUD). It is available in SEA at much cheaper rates. One advantage of using Underwood is that your lecturer (Muller) is one of the 10 International Advisers. Your call. 
I hope this book list is of help. There are a lot of books to buy over the year but if you cant buy them at once, wait until they are needed. Some books are only needed in 2nd semester while others are needed throughout the whole year. Don’t waste money like water. Buying books involves a lot of thinking. These books are essentials. Others in my class bought two books for each subject, but ended up not using one of them. To me that is a waste. When you graduate, you want the elite books that you have managed to use over the years. This is my opinion to say the least. Good Luck book hunting.
P.S: If you live in Singapore, Malaysia or other SEA countries, then you may find books to be ¼ of the price in Australia. Be sure to buy the same books used here. For example: Robbins is available in India but the paper quality may be different but the ‘original’ Robbins is also available for the fraction of the cost here. Going online and finding out how books look like will help you guide your thought. 

P.P.S: Finally, all Western countries should have similar prices except if you live in a State where the books are published. For example: Most books are published in NSW, Sydney or Toronto, Canada. You may find them to be cheaper in these places.
