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[image: image11.png]THE GENERAL POWERS OF MAIA CHARACTERS

With the exception of the Valar, the Maiar are the greatest
Hiving powers n E&. Their strength reflects heir Ainu orgin.

‘While cach Maia is unigque, of course, cerain common
elements bind the Maiar. They are all naturally incorporeal
Spiics with enchated qualitis, beings with awesome in-
dividual power. As shown n th tale of the Balrog of Mori,
even aksser Maia s considerably stronges than an individual
from the ranks of Middle-eart' Free Peopics. Sauron, one
Of the greatest Maia, narly dominated the whole of Endor.

“The following ar guidelines which provide a breakdown
of general powers or atiributes common o all Maiar, We sug-
gest that 2 GM s them when employing Maia characters
in @ FRP game.

1) Critcal stekes — Usless otherwisc noted, critcal strikes
against a Maia are rolled on he Large Creaure Crial teike
‘Tabls. This appiics 0 both physial attacks and spels. (Use
MERP CT10 a0 CT11 or Arms Law 14 and Spell Law
1085)

2) Death of form — When a Maia is “Killed; only his form
is stan. In such case, the Maia's soul immediately departs
from Middle-casth and eithr () returns to Aman or, (i) as
inthe case of Fallen Maiar (e Balrogs), dissipates. Maiar
returning to Aman may take a new form, but they will ot
retuen 0 Endor without specific eave of the Valar: If grancd,
this migh take some time (s 11000 years); owever, a Mi
with 4 specific mission (e4., Gandalf) might return very
quickly (say in 1-10 days). Fallen Maiar do not enjoy Eru's
support, and their death might signal the permanen depar
e of thei presence from Middle-carth. Saruman suffered
ihisfae. Sauron's Rulin Ring tied i 1o Endor and engbl
ed the Dark Lord 10 reassume form despite his Status as &
renegade Maia (see 7.2).

) Vitality of form — The Maar,despite beingsaddied with
an adopted body, can utilze ther form 1o its uppermost
limits. For instance, even thowgh th five Wizards shrouded
themselves as old Men, their vigor and physical apitude
rivaled those of the toutest and most youthful Warriors of
the Mannish races. Maiar do not suffer from penaltics
associated with age, nor do they weary casiy. They require
0 slecp per e, only a minimum amount of meditative rest
(e, 41 for Maia in Manish form, 2 hrs in Elish form,
3 hrs in Dwarvish form, $ hrs in Hobbitsh form, etc).

@) Form and mind — With the adoption of form, a Maia
also takes on the thoughts and emotions associaed with the
body. The Wizards, for instance, suffered from the desres
‘and fears of Men, for they guised themseles as Men. They
also understood the concept of mortalty and the emotions
associated with aging, even though they themselvcs were i
mortal. A Maia taking Dwarvish form, then, might suffer
from & more materialistic and more conservative outlook.

(5) Spell-casting — Unless otherwise sated, the ranges, -
fet radi, and effect diameters of spels cast by Maiar are
doubled. A spell that normally has a “touch” range has o
range of ' i the hands of a Maia. These ruks do o,
owever, apply o spells imbedded in 3a item and cast by 3
Mais.

(6) Power Poiats — References to Maia power poists n Scc
tion 5.2 do not include the effect of their spell enhancing
tems (e, PP muliplers. These incluce only Inherent
capabliies based on the Maia's relevant stats, which are
caleulaed differenly than those of Eru's Chidren, Where
the Mai's stat i 102 or more, the PPs per lovel equal 3.+
(stat—I01). For instance, a Maia with a reesant stat of 107
would have 9 PP/l while an EIf or Man with 2 107 stat
would orly have 6 PPs/Iv]
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
