Unit Title:  Impacts of Change 

        Lesson Number and Title:  Transportation


Context

· These lessons will be taught as a part of a unit which will teach students about changes that have taken place over the course of time and how these changes affect our lives today.  Transportation will be taught as on aspect of change that has impacted our lives. 
· Prior to this lesson, we have studied various time periods in history and briefly touched on the way people traveled during those times.  We will build on this prior knowledge and use what we have learned to compare and contrast change in transportation over time.
Objectives

· Students will understand the concept of past, present, and future.

· Students will identify the major types and modes of transportation.

· Students will identify how transportation has changed or adapted over the years.

Procedures

· Day One

To introduce this unit of study, we will make a KWL chart as a class that will be used as a pre-assessment tool.   I will discuss with students the different modes of transportation.  I will read aloud Cars, Trucks, and Things That Go by Richard Scarry.  As we read the book, we will begin making a chart of the three types of transportation (land, air, water), listing different kinds under each column.  This will get students thinking about all the various modes of transportation that we use today.

· Day Two – Day Four
Today, we will begin to chart the types of transportation from the past, present, and future in the form of a timeline.  Each student will choose a type of transportation to research from a list provided by the teacher (ex. Conestoga wagon, locomotive, steamboat, Model T.)  Included in the list will be a variety of teacher approved websites and books that will be made available for the student’s research. Students will print a picture of their mode of transportation from Google Images.  Students will determine what mode of transportation it is (air, land, or water), during what time period it was prominent, what was happening in history during that time period and the significance of that particular way of travel, and three things they found interesting from their research. Students may also choose to interview parents or grandparents to learn more about their topic.           
· Day Five – Day Ten
Students will share with the class their type of transportation and give the date in which it was prominent.  Students will place their vehicle on the class timeline.  Students will then begin to compare and contrast the past and present modes of transportation.  Students will group themselves according to the type of transportation they researched.  All the vehicles that are used in the air become a group, vehicles used on the water become a group, and vehicles used on land become a group.  Students will then share their individual research finding within their group.  Each group will complete Student Handout #1.  Under each time frame, students will write at least three similarities and three differences for a present and past form of transportation.  Students will then as a group speculate what this mode of transportation may look like in the future.  Students will be encouraged to draw conclusions based on each others findings.  Students will be given the option of creating a poster, a Power Point presentation or create a movie utilizing movie maker to reflect their research of transportation from the past, present, and future.  The varying levels of these assignments will help to meet individual needs and diversity within the classroom.

EXTENSION OF UNIT:  Each group will be given the same route through Louisville.  Groups will be given a specific time period in which to research that route.  Students will determine what the best method of travel would be for that time period, how long it would take, and what the conditions of the terrain would be.  Students will present their findings.  The class will then take a field trip, using various methods of travel, taking the same route that the students researched.  Students could then get a sense of how travel in Louisville in 2006 has progressed over time.  Students will take a limousine from the school to downtown Bardstown where they will board an Amtrac train.  They will travel by train to downtown Louisville, and then take a taxi to UPS where they will tour an airplane.  Finally, they will return to school via the TARC.  Students will then reflect upon their travel experiences and write a reflection comparing travel in 2006 to travel during their researched time period.       
Assessment Plan
I will keep anecdotal records in the form of a chart containing checklist of individual skills and class participation.  These records and observations will be ongoing throughout the entire unit.  

Students will be assessed on individual research and presentation of their chosen mode of transportation. 
Student Handout #1 will be used to check for understanding of how transportation has changed from past to present. 

Students will be assessed on group presentations reflecting that group’s research of the changed of transportation.  The final assessment will be performance based.  A RUBRIC will be used for scoring.
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
