The group was founded in Spring 2002, and has dedicated itself to “changing media policy at the local and federal level, so that the structure of our media favors the public interest, rather than a powerful elite”. I think that this is extremely relevant to the RG movement right now, as I have recently witnessed a huge rise in the number of grrrls I know becoming disheartened that the movement where they are seems to be at a standstill. I think that we need to get people listening again, and I hope that we can work collectively with independent media groups such as RTM to make this happen. I would like to see more RG chapters and collectives working together to add more





newsletters like this one to their agendas to make people take notice again. Let’s give it all we’ve got to show everyone that the RG movement hasn’t just gone away!
