After the recent stock market crash, It is crucial that we are knowledgable and able to take charge of our own investment because we can’t risk our retirement with the Hedge Fund Managers any more. They’ve failed to predict the downturn and result in thousands of dollars of losses in our retirement accounts. Let’s take charge of our own investments and savings.

· Long term investors

· Look at stocks with a longer spectrum of time. They take in consideration whether the company can survive the short term risk as well as the size of their long term growth.

· Day Trader

· Buy and sells stocks on an hourly basis. Their goal is to take advantage of the small gain in a volatile market.

· Short Term trader

· Buys and sells stocks on a weekly basis. Their goal is to catch the market on the downturn and sell on the short term rally.

Depending on the condition of the market, we should choose our trading style accordingly. I am a short term investor. Just because I am impatient, and I see more opportunities for this type of trading in this volatile market.

As we all know, the market is on the risk of a huge sell off. The Dow is at its lowest level since 1996. I see lots of opportunities, but how do I know which stocks will jump when the market recovered and which will disappears if the market go even lower?
Well fundamentally, stocks like Citigroup, GM, Bank of America, Wells Fargo, and General Electric are all on a short term risk. These stocks have been beaten down badly. I cross Citigroup, GM, and Bank of America out of my buying list as their risk of bankruptcy or nationalization is much greater and their long term growth isn’t appealing.

As for Wells Fargo and General electric, they’ll be here for a long time, because Warren Buffett said so. But how do these companies avoid the short term risk? Well I really like Wells Fargo because I like the bail out plan that Secretary Geithner put up. Which is to buy bad assets from banks. Out of all the banks, Wells Fargo will benefit the most. The purchase of Wachovia gives them wings as they expanded their market share. But the bad assets within Wachovia dragged them down to nearly $7/Share. Removing those bad assets can boost the stock to its normal level at around $16/share.
Trading requires experience, patient, and discipline.

· Experience-to know what to buy, when to buy and when to sell.
· Patient-we need to be patient because we can’t make millions over night.
· Discipline-will help you avoid greed and emotion. Emotion usually encourages you to buy when stocks are on the rise, and sell on the low. We really want to buy low and sell high.
Let’s learn how to pick a stock. When to buy a stock and when to sell it for profit. As a short term trader, I trade on fundamentals and charting. Fundamental will tell me what to buy and charting will help me decide to buy at what price.

I place my ears in the market for every big news. Searching for opportunities is probably the biggest part of trading.
