Proverbs Project

Purpose:


Celebrate your unique cultural background by collecting proverbs from your country and sharing them with other people around the world by using your home language and English.

I.  Class Method:

1. In class share a proverb you know with a partner.  

2. Listen to a proverb from another student.

3. Determine the meaning of both proverbs.

4. Journal write about what you found out and what you shared.

II.  Home Alone:

1. Interview people in your family or friends to learn their favorite proverb.

2. Select one proverb to write about and present orally for this project.

3. Write one paragraph explaining your proverb in your home language and then do the same in English.

Include:

a. An explanation

b. Tell when the expression is used

c. Include graphics, artwork, or poems—any means of expression

4. Share your work in class with your partner.

5. Work together to edit your writing so that spelling, punctuation, and verb tenses are all correct.

III.  Final Proverb Product

1. Make your edited product into a one or two-page display or small illustrated book.  You could consider doing a brochure with one or two folds.  The sky is the limit!

2. Orally present your work to the class and enter it in the class contest.

3. Save your project in your personal portfolio.

The best proverb projects of the class will be entered in the online magazine “Topics.”  Plan to be a winner!
