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"Better late than never."

This proverb means that if you don't do something early, sometimes you can do it later. For example, if your teacher tells you that she is going to collect homework and you didn't have it that day, you could turn it in later.  That is better than not doing anything.  Your grade would be lower, but--"Better late than never!"  At least you won't have an "F".  

I learned about this proverb in my language arts class.  One day my English teacher gave us a project to do, and many people didn't do it. She gave us a chance to turn it in the next day. Some people turned it in, but the rest didn't.  They got an "F".  She didn't give any more chances.  I handed my assignment in late, but I got it done and didn't have "zero" in the grade book. At least, I tried!  

This proverb is also known in Peru, but I learned it’s true meaning in school.
