Past Tense Verbs—Pronunciation

The ed ending that identifies regular past tense verbs has 3 pronunciations—[t], [d], and a separate syllable [ID].

ED sounds like a t after a voiceless consonant such as s, p, k, f, and “sh”. 


Miss+ed  [mist]

            Stop+ed=stopped   [stopt]


Walk+ed  [walkt]


Sniff+ed  [snifft]


Wish+ed  [wisht]

ED sounds like d after voiced consonants and all vowels.  

*Remember, all vowels are voiced!!!


Beg+ed = begged  [begd]

            Wave+ed= waved   [wavd]


Stall+ed=stalled   [stald]


Play+ed=played   [plad]  *The word play ends in a vowel sound.

ED after t or d makes a new syllable and sounds like [ID].


Hand+ed= handed  [hand.ID]

            Want +ed= wanted [want.ID]


Print+ed= printed [print.ID]


Bound+ed= bounded [bound.ID]
