Biology Study Guide—Chapter 2 Test
The first part of the test will be fill-in-the blanks, matching, or multiple choice questions with vocabulary and ideas we discussed from Chapter 2.  (Examples:  Ecology, biosphere, abiotic, biotic, habitat, niche, symbiotic, energy, autotroph, heterotroph, food chain, food web, etc.)
The second part of the test will be short answer questions on the concepts we have learned, or listing and defining relationships or identifying what type of relationship it is when given a situation, types of heterotrophs, levels of organization in ecology, three types of ecosystems, etc.   There will also be some questions about how energy flows and is “lost”.
The third part will be filling in different parts of the cycles we studied, food chains, and food webs.  You may have to be able to explain your answer in this part, so don’t just memorize what goes in the blanks—know why they go there!
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
