General Science Study Guide—Chapter 1 Test
The first part of the test will be fill-in-the blanks, matching, or multiple choice questions with vocabulary and ideas we discussed from this chapter.  (Examples:  types of clouds—this would be matching, barometric pressure, anemometer, dew point, geostationary satellite, radar, Doppler Effect, etc.)
The second part of the test will be short answer questions on the concepts we have learned.  Be sure you know how to find relative humidity, the difference between radar and satellites, why Doppler radar is special, and how to take accurate air temperature.  Also, be sure you know how to interpret symbols on a weather map (like in Appendix M—the chart will be given to you).
The third part will be graphing, much like what you did on the first test.  You will be given some sort of weather data and will need to make a table and a graph out of it to compare it.  Be sure to label your axes and title your graph!
The most important thing to remember is to try to answer all the questions, whether or not you think you know the correct answer.  I give partial credit, but I can’t give any credit if you don’t try to answer it at all…
