COURSE TITLE: Yearbook ELECTIVE

PREREQUISITE: None
GRADES: 9,10,11,12
CREDIT: .5
ONE SEMESTER (may be repeated)

DAILY

COURSE DESCRIPTION: The members of the yearbook class are responsible for putting together the annual Regina Crown & Scepter Yearbook.  Skills such as photography, photo manipulation, graphic design layout, caption and article writing, and teamwork will be learned.

TEXT:  None
OTHER SUGGESTED MATERIALS:  Writing utensils, notebook for taking notes and conducting interviews, and a folder storing handouts.
Class Expectations:

All yearbook students will be responsible for completing pages for the 2008 Crown & Scepter yearbook by the specified deadlines.  All students will be required to sign a contract with assigned pages and due dates, stating they understand the deadlines and will complete the work on time.  Grades will be based on these pages in the following areas:

· Layout design and elements as discussed in class

· Correct spelling and grammar of captions and articles

· Photo manipulations and proper placement

· Turning in completed pages before specified deadlines

· Finishing contracted number of pages

Other work that will contribute to the grade (among other things):

· Taking pictures at the specified number of school events

· Initial lessons in photography, writing skills, and photo manipulation

· Uploading and categorizing pictures correctly

· Class participation and utilizing class time for yearbook work
· Correct computer/camera use and care as described in class
Grading:

Quarter grades will incorporate the above expectations, with an emphasis on completing pages prior to the deadline specified in class.  Semester Grades will be 50% Quarter 1, 50% Quarter 2.  The completed pages will need to be turned in on the deadline as specified before the last day of the quarter.  The semester “exam” will be to correct any mistakes on the completed pages as directed and will be incorporated into the second quarter grade.

Late work policy:

In the event of an illness, 2 days will be granted for time to make up work from the day of return to school.  Any late work turned in after its original due date will have one letter grade deducted for each day it is late.  If work is not turned in within a week, the grade for that assignment will be a zero with no chance to be made up at that time.  Homework will be checked at the beginning of class on most days.  Anything not done when homework is checked/collected will be considered late and graded accordingly.  Since most of the work will be a self-directed project, late work should not be an issue.

Pages will be graded on the deadline, regardless of whether or not they are complete.  Page assignments will be given within the first 2 weeks of the beginning of the class, so ample time will be available to finish the work on time.  Absences and missed classes are not an excuse and no extra time will be given to finish.

Prior Approval Absences:  

Homework assignments will be written on the prior approval form and all missing and due assignments are expected to be turned in upon the day of return to class.  Failure to meet this requirement will result in the loss of 1 letter grade per day as in the policy outlined above.  All homework assignments should be available on Mrs. Scoville’s website at the beginning of each week as well.  There should be no excuse for not getting missed assignments in on time.
