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 Wow-eee....didn't we have a hot-hot Relay!!  The temperature is not the only hot subject to report.  We have some hot final numbers to mention as well!  Because of everyone’s hard work, our event was able to reach its goals.  Our total fundraising dollars has risen to approximately $190,000!  That’s $12,000 over our goal set by the ACS, however the final report is not in yet.

The heat made it very intolerable for walking but that didn't keep a final count of 90 teams, approximately 1199 registered individuals, from attending and walking, it was remarkable!   However seeing much sweat and many red faces the staff knew that we had to do something fast before we lost everyone!!  Thanks to Latrobe Volunteer Fire Department, Hose Company # 3 and Lowe’s, showers of water miraculously came our way!  

 

By midday, more sunshine came our way, as (to date) 203 survivors registered with their guests for the Survivor Celebration!   Our goal was 250 but with the high temperatures and because many survivors can not be in the sun, this number was humbling.   Many expressed their appreciation of the big canopy Survivor Tent (new this year) and their survivor gift of a Hat, both providing them shade from the sun.  A big Kudos to the volunteers that either pushed our guest in wheel chairs or escorted them to the VIP Tent for shelter, and those who pulled out umbrellas for shade and others who offered water to our special guests. 

The heat index rose as 2033 luminarias were lit at the Luminaria Service, approximately 400+ over last years numbers!!  The notable hotness did play havoc on the candles-- melting many.  The volunteers worked intensely to keep the candles burning creating a beautiful and moving program for everyone.

It was definitely a "surviving the heat affair," but every minute was worth it!  We are making a difference in the lives of so many individuals, and we are finally getting noticed as Relay For Life is becoming a way of life in our community!
