Discussion of items in agenda

Yi Ning

· Listed the factors for myopia in Singapore

· Added that the factors for the high percentage of myopic youths include genetics, diet, asthma and the family medical history of diabetes. 

· Explained that the factors were decided based on the research articles

Jaclyn

· Suggested that health problems would be a better phrase to use than family medical history of diabetes and asthma

Yong Feng

· Reinforced Jaclyn’s point by adding that health problems would be a broader term because it could over both factors. Furthermore, we had to adhere to the word limit of 2500 words therefore we must be concise.

Zhe Ren

· Questioned the group if we should include in text citations in our first draft of the written report or whether we only had to do it for the final draft

Kendrick

· Replied we had to put in text citations in all the drafts but it would be brief anyway and would not be included in the word count. The details will be in the bibliography.

Zhe Ren

· Reminded the group to put double spacing on our written report. He went on to explain that it was stated as a requirement in the resource package that VJC provided.

Yi Ning

· Said the double spacing should occur between BOTH the words and the lines

Kendrick

· Immediately asked if she was sure about that, since it was not a common practice

Yi Ning

· Explained that it was what her seniors did for the written report last year, therefore we should follow in their footsteps since they got A for their Project Work

Jaclyn

· Corrected Yi Ning that it was not double spacing between the words, but that the alignment of the text on the seniors’ written report was “justified”. Double spacing was only between the lines.

Yong Feng

· Said that it would be ridiculous to double spaced the words for the whole written report

Zhe Ren

· Asked in that case, “isn’t it troublesome to double space between the lines as well?”

Yong Feng

· Replied intelligently that one can click on “Format” then “Paragraph”, and there is a drop down menu to select double spacing between the lines

Jaclyn asked if we should make the first draft similar to the actual written report. Kendrick said that we are still carrying out research and that we will try to complete as much of the written report as possible but changes will still be made to the information in the draft. Yining said that prolonged near work will affect myopic levels and that 80% of 18 year olds in Singapore are myopic. Yong Feng said that we expect the proportion with high myopia will increase. Yining said that we should move on to our research summary first. Kendrick agreed. Yining continued that prolonged near work, environmental factors and genetics are the main contributary factors that cause myopia. Yining asked if we should talk about the survey results at this time. Kendrick said that we should not talk about it as they have not been fully collated yet. Zheren asked Jaclyn how many surveys we have. Jaclyn replied that we have about 200. Yining asked how we should divide our written report into the respective headings. Jaclyn answered that we can start off by focusing on 1 factor followed by
