It was during a rare moment of conviction that I prayed to God, asking Him to guide my family into his Kingdom.  The Lord has answered that prayer by leading us to Gwen Shamblin, the Remnant Fellowship and the message that serves as the lamp to my feet on the narrow road that leads to life. This message is, in its most simple form, is a call to love God Almighty and obey His perfect will as did His beloved son and our Lord, Jesus Christ. The multitude of blessings that we have received as a result of conforming our lives to God’s will include:

A sweeter marriage

Children who also seek after God’s will

Peace in our home

Fellow believers who truly love us and help to refine us

Relief from chronic heel pain as a result of removing 45 pounds of excess fat


Prior to hearing this message, I had believed the lie that teaches that God understands the weakness inherit in my fallen human nature and would therefore forgive my deliberate sin out of the abundance of His grace and merciful love. I actually believed that when I died after a lifetime of obeying MY will, if at some point I had accepted God’s free gift of salvation, He would be obligated to allow me to enter His kingdom. If I willfully and blatantly disobeyed my earthly father, how wise and just would he be to respond by rewarding such disobedience with a gift of tremendous value instead of imposing the painful consequences that I deserved? . Looking back, there were a number of indications that something was wrong: When I read my bible, I received very little enlightenment. I had abdicated my role as leader of our family in the vain pursuit of my own comfort level and peace in my home. Our paychecks were vanishing into a purse full of holes. We professed to be believers while amongst the saints, but behaved like non-believers while amongst the unsaved.

In February of 2002, there was a gathering in Nashville of Remnant Fellowships from across the nation. The fruit of God’s spirit, which we consistently witnessed in the lives of the Remnant saints during that weekend in Nashville, surpassed every other Christian fellowship that I have ever known. However, what really blew me away was the glaring contrast between the humble, loving, servant hearts of the Remnant Fellowship and the worldly, self-focused hearts I have seen in the counterfeit church. My wife and youngest son were baptized that weekend.

Our Lord has been continuing to bless and refine us. The greatest blessing of all is that we are walking on the path toward His kingdom as a family. This summer, our remaining sons, Dan and Jason were baptized, along with myself, into the Remnant Fellowship. I pray that we will open our hearts to accept His refinement along the way.
