The Catcher in the Rye Final Project (100 Points)
Choose one of the following project options. You will be evaluated on how thoroughly and creatively you have addressed the criteria of your project. It is due Monday, October 22, when you will present your project to the class. 
1. Video: In groups of one, two, or three people, write, direct, act, and edit a video where we see Holden’s New York experiences transferred to Bellingham. Show what he would have experienced as a sixteen-year-old in the here and now out on his own. Consider the use of voiceover, flashback, and so on. You are required to include the character of Holden in your movie and to focus on how his personality would react to B’ham. 
2. Story: Write a continuation or sequel to Holden’s experiences after the book ends. Write a Chapter 27 where you show us what Holden does next September. Write in the same first-person voice that Holden has used throughout the book. Does Holden get in touch with Jane? Does he get over Allie’s death? Is he ever cured? This needs to be a minimum of four pages. You must also include dialogue and internal monologue (i.e. Holden thinking to himself).
3. Art Project: Illustrate five scenes from the book in any artistic medium you want, such as watercolors, pen and ink, clay, etc. Your artworks should be thoughtful and fully-realized. They should convey some kind of understanding of Holden or the novel. Then write a typed, one-page analysis of what ideas you are representing in your illustrations. 
4. Essay: Refer to the reverse side for topic suggestions and for guidelines on writing the essay. Be sure to get your thesis statement approved before beginning your essay. Explain quotes in order to support your ideas and interpretations. Three-page minimum. The essay must also be typed, double-spaced, and 12 pt. font.
