Favorite Poem Assignment (25 points)

You are to choose a favorite poem. No specific length is required. It can be one of your own poems or a song lyric or published poem that you admire. Just make sure the poem is appropriate for the classroom, since you will be reading it to the class. Due Monday!
There are several components to this assignment:

1. Bring your poem, preferably typed and single-spaced. There should be no misspellings or typos. Make sure that you include the author and title of the poem.
2. Provide two specific reasons that explain why the poem is your favorite. Do not explain simply by saying, “Because it is good.” Explain in detail with references to specific words and phrases in the poem. 

3. When you read your poem to the rest of the class, you need to read it fluently and with enthusiasm. I advise reading the poem aloud several times for practice, so you sound intimate with the poem, instead of stupefied by it.
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
