Questions To Ponder In Group Discussions:

1. As if it were a big crisis, Krishnamurti says that “in our search for knowledge…we are losing love” and losing our “sensitivity to cruelty” (64). Would you say this is true? Should we even care? Is love—or perhaps passion or enthusiasm—being excluded from the public school?

2. Have you felt that life is “vain and meaningless” because you are being “suffocated by knowledge”? Please explain how this idea might apply to you.

3. Krishnamurti talks about “deeper layers of being” and “hidden” parts of consciousness (65). What do you think this might mean? If you’re not sure, take a guess.

4. Krishnamurti also claims hat we lack “integration” in our educational system—that we lack the “joy of the whole” (64). Does he mean emotions? Should we deal more with emotions in the public school? Are emotions just as important as the intellect?

5. In which environments do you feel most comfortable? Does that environment ever include school? If not, why not?
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
