Directions:
Your task is to create a pictorial map of Maycomb. This is a map of an area that includes colorful drawings of important places and people. We will start this today and work on it throughout our reading of the novel. The maps will be due when we finish reading To Kill a Mockingbird. 

The following lists the point values for each element that your map should include:

	Drawings of ten (10) important places from the story. For example, you might draw Scout’s school for one of these places. These drawings are detailed and closely resemble descriptions from the novel.

	A quote for each place. This should be in a caption under the appropriate picture. Choose a quote that captures the essence of the place you have drawn. The page number is included.

	Drawings of ten (10) characters from the story. These should be the most important characters. Draw the characters in a place that suits them. These pictures are detailed and resemble descriptions from the novel.

	A quote for each character. Find a quote that is characteristic of each person! What captures their personality? Each character is described with a quote from the book. The quote captures the essence of the person in the drawing. The page number is included.


You will be graded on creative effort, attention to detail, and the level of completion. Please do your best work!

· to help you with comprehension. This project will enable you to imagine and keep track of the novel’s characters and setting. 

· to prepare you for writing a literary analysis essay. Finding key quotations for characters and places will be good practice for including these in your future essay.
· to help you share and discuss ideas with your classmates. We will frequently share these maps in small and large groups.
