By all means, feel free to be funny, ironic, creative, or even serious. Above all, write something that is, in your own esteemed opinion, worth reading.

Please address three or more of the following questions in thoughtful, well-developed paragraphs:

· What is your greatest passion? What interests you? How do you like to spend your free time?

· What do you consider to be your greatest strength in English?

· What has been the biggest challenge for you in English?

· What kinds of English assignments or activities have you found to be the most beneficial? What type of classroom culture works best for you?

· Of all the books you have read, which one was your favorite and why? 

· Describe your expectations for this class, what two goals you would most like to accomplish, and any anxieties you have about the class. 

As with all formal writing assignments, your letter must be typed and adhere to MLA formatting guidelines. You should aim for at least 1.5 pages in length. The assignment is due at the beginning of the next class meeting.
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
