Teaching the Class Your Vignette
Working together with your group, you are to teach the class about your assigned vignette. Be sure to include specific evidence to support your ideas. And be sure to discuss the following topics in your brief presentation:

· What is the main idea behind the vignette?

· What are some ideas that get implied in your vignette? Do some close analysis.

· How do two or three stylistic devices imply ideas in your vignette? Do not just find a simile. Describe what the simile implies. What feelings or ideas are associated with the stylistic device? For example, to compare clouds and pillows suggests not only that the clouds are shaped like white fluffy things but it also implies the ideas of warmth, comfort, and safety.
To start your group discussions, begin with the questions assigned to your vignette.

Group #1: Marin. How old do you think Marin is and what are some clues? What do you think the last line of this chapter means?

Group #2: Those Who Don’t. What does Esperanza mean when she says “all brown all around”? Why is everyone scared of everyone different?

Group #3: There Was an Old Woman…What happens to Angel Vargas and why does it happen? Who is responsible? The mother, the absent father, or the community?

Group #4: Alicia Who Sees Mice. Why does Alicia have to get up so early? What does the last phrase imply about her father?

Group #5: Darius and the Clouds. Why is the sky so precious in a neighborhood like Esperanza’s?

Group #6: And Some More. Why does Cisneros tie the naming of the clouds in with the fight between the girls?  How are the last two lines important? Who says them and why?
Group #7: The Family of Little Feet. How do the initial shoe descriptions set things up for the vignette? What do the high-heeled shoes symbolize to the girls?  Why are they so eager to put them on and then to take them off?
