[Here is] a "website review" exercise that I use with my 
Composition II students. At this level, students write (generally) 4-
5 paragraph compositions focused on descriptions and narratives.

I have them do this review as a way to get them to take a look at 
websites - I've structured the "review" aspect in a way that requires 
them to do something specific at the website. (I have another one 
for lower level students in which they evaluate student newspapers 
produced by NNSs of English.)

At any rate, as well as being an exercise, it includes specific 
websites for composition. (I've just had to remove a couple of links 
because they were no longer good - but the rest are working as of Jan 
13, 2007.)
