This time I was better prepared, with the Lord as my guide, to handle things without removing myself from my husband and family. My father came back to me and I nursed him back to health. I was a true Christian at heart and realized it was not my place to force my normal on my father.  Whenever he and God felt it was time for a change, it would happen. All I could do was offer the help, give him the care he needed, and then see where things lead. It appeared God wasn’t ready for him to leave his current situation and he returned to his lifestyle. He would call me on occasion and tell me about what he was up to and where he was visiting. He really was happy, traveling all over the country, meeting lots of different people and not bound by all the worries of everyday life. At times I felt he was the lucky one with all that freedom.

The next year it was my mother that was faced with crisis when she was diagnosed with breast cancer. This time the Lord wanted more from me. I learned how important it is to take care of your parents rather early in their lives. My siblings and I all rallied around my mother, taking her to appointments and doing what we could to strengthen her while she fought the breast cancer. She went through her surgery and treatments and came out strong and with a clean bill of health. When I review those years I wonder if the Lord put things on hold for her for a reason because it was shortly after her cancer was in remission that I received another phone call about my dad. This time, things were going to change for him.  I can see now that the more I gave of myself for my parents, the stronger spiritually I became and the stronger my bond was with God. I needed this additional strength because this accident was like none of his prior accidents.
