      CONCEPT: 

Rebel Fest is a feminist DIY Riot Grrrl festival (in the vein of Ladyfest) with various activities including music, workshops and films. Our roots lie in the punk/hardcore and riot grrrl movement, but we try to make the program as diverse as possible, keeping in mind that ideas are more important than music style. 
Therefore this festival is an explicit feminist festival. Yes, even radical and anarcho feminist. We realise "feminism" is more often considered an insult than a compliment, therefore we feel the need to reclaim the term because, no, we are not afraid to call ourselves feminists. To us, feminism means anti-sexism, anti-discrimination and equality. Being anarchists as well, we see no use in any hierarchy. We want to fight all oppression and look for various strategies to do so. Sharing our ideas is the first step. Music is a fun means because it ain't our revolution neither if we can't dance to it. 
Riot Grrrl could be described as "DIY feminism". Do it yourself because you can do it, is what the punk movement taught us. We want to tear down the wall between artists (or rock stars) and the audience. Rebel Fest offers a stage and place to bands and artists who hold the do-it-yourself ethic high. In that DIY underground movement we can all participate. Grrrl, lady, boi or genderqueer, any colour, any age, everyone is welcome at Rebel Fest.

The summer of '98 turned out inspiring: Kristof (drums) Egon (bass), Joeri (guitar) and Wim (vocals) decided after some cool jamsessions to start a band together. Egon, Wim and Joeri already played in (Mindless), Kristof used to be the drummer of SLH. 
In this band they had the opportunity to mix our various musical interests. Soon TRUST got quite some nice live-shows. In '99 the band made the demo-cd "A sad tear on a stone", containing nine songs. 
In 2001, when Wim decided to leave the band, TRUST found with Hannes the right person to take over the vocals. This line-up change brought new impulses in the band and together they worked hard for a first cd-release. At the end of 2001, TRUST released a split-album together with an ambitious band from Bruges, MORDA on Proud to be Loud-records (now Wanted Recs and Sad History Recs). There were 5 TRUST-songs on the split-cd. 
With this split-cd the name of TRUST got a wider name acquaintance. Since then they shared the stage with bands like .Calibre, Circle, Dead Blue Sky, Ensign, Walls of Jericho, Liar, Victims of Society, Flatcat, The Scarrots, PN, Between The Lines, Reaching Forward, Crivits (rip), Oil, Length of Time, Thumbs Down (rip), etc. TRUST is known for its energy on stage. 
In 2004 they were ready for a next step: the release of a first full-album. 
"Anger is a gift" is released in april 2004 on the brandnew New Morning Records. This cd contains nine songs. At the same time they took two new members in the family. Wim (original frontman) rejoined the forces on the second guitar and Dries came to replace Kristof on the drums. 
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Presence Of Mind (GER)

Presence of Mind is from a small town in the north of Germany and produces an exceeding hard and driving, but at the same time melodic rock version. Mainly because of the voice, which is on the one hand lovely and on the other hand angry, is this composition of aggressiveness and melancholia reflected. The four female musicians are all around the age of 19 and founded the band in 2001. 
After many shows and the prize of the band coaching SISTARS and several contests, the band wants to reach higher aims. The perfect interplay assures a professional show, whereby they made a name for themselves. But we all know: There can be written a lot in a band info, but I, the writer, know what I’m talking about, because I’ve seen the powerful show live. (MH) 
Lushus (NL) @art-punk 
Lushus originated in December 1996. 
Since then the band chanched several times and grew out to what it is now. 
Two girls on bass with a male drum-player. 
A mix between.........Well make it up for yourselves! 
Words you could use to describe our music: powerful, rhythmical, poetical, 
intimacy, No wave, Roise-nock, Panarcho-unk. 
"Poetry, music, painting, drawing, performances etc. are an expression of art. They all have there own identity, one you express with words the other with material and the next with sound. But at the end they serve the same purpose. I think that the need to make art (music) starts if you have a feeling of lack or a sort of "weltschmerz". It’s the will to capture this lack or feeling of pain, to find a solution for it so that it disappears or to make it more liveable. As a human being i try to bring a positive thought transference and this you can find back in our music and my poetry. With music and poetry there's the possibility to make something clear, to make people think or just to let them have a good moment. Writing a poem or lyrics usually happens as an “unpredictable expression”, it should be open and leave room for different feelings and thoughts. The music originates mostly after the lyrics. As a band it is important that everybody, singer, drum player and bass players, have there own personal contribution. Because we played a lot in the squat-scene we are usually described as punk. Which in a way is true but in another way not at all. It all depends on a person’s idea about punk. We never orientate deliberately on other styles. That's why the songs are distant from each other in emotion and style. But uninfluencable is of course impossible cause you always take out of what you've heard, experienced and saw."

[...] She moved alone to a very small room in Paris and Riots Not Diets began. Agustina records a demo at her room in a 4 track and asked her brother Federico to join the band and play guitar. From Buenos Aires to Paris it is... 
Riots Not Diets is a "punk-a-la-Billy-Idol-let's-have-fun-and-dance", with a drum machine, keyboard solos, guitar and vocals. 
Federico play guitar and Agustina sings and presses "play" in the drum machine. They have a good time and make a party out of every encounter!!!" 
Agustina also writes the zine "Touch Me I Pee"!
