MEMORANDUM FOR: All ABC/WIBC Members in Europe

SUBJECT:  The 2002 ABC/WIBC Masters/All-Stars Championships

Dear Bowlers:

1. GREETINGS:  The Kaiserslautern Community and the Rhein-Pfalz Bowling Associations invite all eligible members to participate in the ABC/WIBC 2002 European Championship at the Vogelweh Bowling Center, Kaiserslautern, Germany, 5-12 May 2002.  A hearty welcome is extended to all.  We hope you have a wonderful time in the Kaiserslautern area and wish everyone “Good Luck and Good Bowling.”

2. GENERAL:  The 2002 European Championships of the American Bowling Congress and the Women’s International Bowling Congress will take place at the Vogelweh Bowling Center.   This ABC/WIBC sanctioned state-level tournament will be conducted in accordance with ABC/WIBC tournament rules, general playing rules and this memorandum.  Entry is open to all qualified members of local European associations chartered through the ABC/WIBC.  Entry for teams of ABC members located in the areas where ABC/WIBC certified lanes are not available will be accepted at the discretion of the tournament director.

3. PARTICIPATION:  Competition will consist of Teams, Doubles and Singles events for which ABC and WIBC state championship emblems will be awarded to all winners.  Six games will be bowled in each event and competition will be scratch.  Individual All-Events position standings will be determined by total scratch pinfall for a total of eighteen games bowled.  The top 31 men and 15 women All-Event finalist, plus the reigning Masters Champion, if available, will qualify for the Masters.

4. ELIGIBILTITY:  Any four members of the same ABC or WIBC association may form a team entry; all members of a team must be either ABC or WIBC members. There is no entering average requirement for either the ABC or WIBC tournament.  Each bowler may participate one time only and individual entries will not be accepted.  Employees of the bowling center will be eligible to bowl in all tournament events providing they have a current ABC/WIBC card.

5.   ENTRY RESERVATIONS: Will be accepted on a first come first served basis, with a maximum of 104 teams.  The tournament director will determine the final schedule.

Teams should complete both the entry and information forms.

c. Entry Closing Date:  20 April 2002

d. Confirmation of Times:  Times will be posted on the association website and at all association bowling centers.  Teams should call prior to arriving to ensure times requested have not been changed.  The Tournament Committee will attempt to notify the team of any changes in scheduling.  Confirmation is the responsibility of the team but every effort will be made by the Tournament Committee to ensure that the team is informed of times or changes.  Confirmation by email will also be given if a valid email address is provided.  The Association Secretary will verify ABC/WIBC membership and card numbers.  They will establish and provide an entry control number to each team application prior to submission.   Any and all forms submitted without the printed name and signature will be returned to the Team Captain.  Lost or late entries are not the responsibility of the Tournament Committee.

6.  FEES:  Individual entries in both the men and women’s division are established at $25.00 per event in Teams, Doubles, and Singles plus $5.00 miscellaneous expense fee.  Also, each entrant will pay a one-time registration fee of $20.00 for the All-Stars.  Each team must submit Money Order or Certified check in the amount of $400.00 ($100.00 per bowler) payable to RheinPfalz BA.  Personal checks and cash will not be accepted.  Entry fees are non-refundable once the Tournament Committee has received and validated the entry form.

** NOTE:  The $5.00 miscellaneous fee is for the additional expenses of printing, supplies and incidentals that will be incurred by the tournament committee.

7. PRIZES AND AWARDS:  Prizes will be returned 100% at the prescribed ratio of at least one prize for every 5 entries or fraction thereof (i.e., 1-5 entries = 1 payout, 6-10 = 2 payouts).   All qualifiers for the All-Stars will receive Prize money.  A final completed prize list will be posted at the tournament site after all entry fees and sponsorship money has been received.

8. SPONSORSHIP:  In accordance with ABC/WIBC guidance, the use of association funds to sponsor teams or individuals in this competition is prohibited unless approved and incorporated into the local association Constitution and Bylaws.

9. PROCEDURES:  The following procedures will govern the competition:

a. The teams will check-in not later than 30 minutes prior to scheduled start time.  Please present ABC/WIBC cards upon check-in.  No individual check-in is required for Doubles and Singles, as bowlers are to report directly to their assigned lanes.  

b. Competition will be held over two three-day blocks beginning 5 May 02 with the second block beginning 8 May 02. The first day of each block will be the Team event.  The second day will be the Doubles event with the Singles event held on the third day.  The Masters competition will be held beginning 11 May 02.   Lane assignments and results for all events will be posted at each bowling center.  

c. Team event starts at 0900 or 1600 hrs on the first day of each block

d. Start time for Doubles and Singles -- If your team bowled 0900 hrs during Team event, then your Doubles start time is 1600 hrs on the second day and your Singles start at 0900 hrs on the third day.  If your team bowled 1600 during team event, then your Doubles start at 0900 hrs on the second day and your Singles start at 1600 hrs on the third day.
e. For each event, after the first three-game set, the team/bowlers on the odd-numbered lane will shift two lanes to the left (i.e., Lane 7 moves to Lane 5) and the team/bowlers on the even-numbered lane will shift two lanes to the right.

f. Automatic scoring will be used for this tournament; however, if scorekeeping equipment is not operating on the assigned lanes, it shall be the responsibility of the tournament committee to provide a scorekeeper to maintain the proper scores.  If mis-scoring occurs, a committee member must verify the correct pinfall and correct the computer scoring.

g. If a team/doubles partner is missing at start time, members present may bowl for an all-event score.  Tardy bowlers will not be allowed to make-up missed frames and will receive no score for frames missed.

h. The tournament directors reserve the right to schedule additional shifts if the number of entries warrant it.

10. TOURNAMENT MANAGEMENT:  The tournament committee is responsible for management of the tournament.  The tournament director may confer with ABC/WIBC officials, the bowling center manager or local association officials regarding conduct of this tournament.  The ultimate resolution of any dispute will rest with the tournament committee.  Contingency situations affecting the tournament will be addressed on a case-by-case basis.

11. BILLETING:  Military billeting may limited in the Kaiserslautern Military Community.  There are commercial hotels in and around the local area.  Billeting is a personal responsibility.

Local billeting and hotel information is attached. Prices may have changed by the date you call. The above information is only to assist you when looking for hotels within this area.

12. SPECIAL REQUIREMENT:  All non-ID Card Holders must have a current ABC/WIBC Card and their passport must be up-to-date.  The team captain is responsible for gaining base access for all team members.
