Over the past few decades the economic gap between Industrial countries and Third world countries has been gradually increasing and because of that more and more people around the world are suffering greatly and on the verge of falling into chaos. 
The separation and distinction between undeveloped and industrious countries began in the industrial age during the late 1700’s, where man gradually moved on from farm work to creation of enormous industries which led to exploration of new undeveloped land. Lands of valuable resources, which in most cases were distant countries such as Latin America, were exploited by European nations and brought into the state of corruption. As of today, Latin American countries are poorly made up of profit and progress, therefore making it economical and governmental support virtually impossible for its population demands. Also the deficiency of funds prevents developing countries such as Latin America, from purchasing or making equipment and instruments that it needs to industrialize and increase cultural improvement.  
In order for the world to endure and prosper, all nations need to cooperate with each other and unite so that every individual has the opportunity to succeed and give their family an adequate quality life. One way for these nations to neutralize such problems is to increase their physical and human capital; without it a country will not progress and will keep it self in poverty and despair. The standards of living for people in developing countries are excessively arduous to meet because, unlike the Industrial countries, they have many reasons to why they are underachieved. Famine, diseases, unemployment, illiteracy, slave wages, and death play a big role to the endless suffering of the Third world countries. Additional reasons why countries are turning into Third World nations are because of the International Monetary Fund, a system which promotes the wealthy instead of healing the poor mans’ necessities. 
The cause for poverty in the developing world is not completely explainable, the reason why is because there are many things that make people poor and under the poverty level.  One main reason would be the fast population growth. Population grows faster by the minute and because of this people are not able to make enough to feed their families. One point that The Developing World by Harriet Baldwin mentions is that population has to slow down so living conditions could get better, “Rapid population growth puts a burden on the land and makes it difficult to improve living conditions in developing countries” (Baldwin, 17). This quote refers to the fast population expansion and its problems that are causes for people; due to too many people living under one roof which in one of many cases causing illness to spread faster. Not only that, but money is a big issue for people in countries where there was not enough to go around and without money there is no food and other important materials that people need to survive. Money was a shortage because jobs were not available to everyone because majority of the people were employed in an agricultural environment and those who were seeking factory jobs had no skills to manage at such positions. However the people that did have jobs were not earning enough money to support their family, therefore the only thing they had to rely on was farming and the low income that it gave them on the exports; farming was their only hope for getting food they needed to survive, “Hundreds of millions of people in developing countries live on a dollar a day or less” (Baldwin, 8). This quote shows how minimum wage was low and not fair for people that worked extra hard to make a living.  For this motive people do not have the proper nourishment, therefore are not able to handle diseases and are extremely weak. Most people in developing countries have less of a chance to work in order to help them improve their living conditions, especially when the trickle down theory was applied; improve roads, transportation, and literacy. Only problem was that people did not have the education or time to learn. Although improving some living conditions for middle/upper class, it ended up failing for the poor of the country. Another problem that brought poverty was from the discovery of sugar. When Columbus brought sugar to the European countries, the demand for sugar grew rapidly and so did plantation sites, sugar became known as white gold. The demand was so great that many nations, for example Brazil, depended only on the sugar plantations, which caused problems when the demand drop or the plantation was lost. Like on Open Veins of Latin America Eduardo Galeano wrote, “Each region, once integrated into the world market, experiences a dynamic cycle: then decay sets in with the competition of substitute products, the exhaustion of the soil, or the development of other areas where conditions are better” (Galeano, 60).  This quote explains how many countries; like Brazil relied on just on product and once they went through these types of problems they drop economically. Brazil is a perfect example, because it was once the richest countries out of sugar plantations, but then became the poorest because it depended on only one resource. Many countries turned into industrialized countries out of sugar fields into third world nations. Another problem relying on sugar brought was the increase of slavery, all sugar plantation around the world depended on a slave labor force. The higher the demand for sugar the bigger sugar plantations grew and so did slavery growth with it. Slavery and exploit was everywhere with in the sugar fields including some countries as Jamaica. Another point from the Opens Veins of Latin America was, “The crisis in the sugar-growing in Northeast was also precipitated by serious slave revolts and by the gold boom to the south, which robbed the plantations of labor” (Galeano, 62). Slavery was hit hard for cheap labor and in many countries there was more slaves working on sugar plantations then their was in the American colonies. In some countries many children of young age were removed from their parents because they were not able to work in the sugar fields. This was the idea by slave army leader Toussaint L’ Ouverture, “Here is my opinion about this country: all the blacks in the mountains, men and women, must be suppressed, keeping only the children under twelve; half the blacks in the plains must be exterminated” (Galeano, 66). Entire countries were completely illiterate due to the fact the children weren’t schooled. They weren’t taken into much consideration; this is another reason why formation of many third world countries occurred during this time. 

Illiteracy was a big problem that many countries had through out the world, and the problem was that no country was doing anything about it. Countries that were attempting to industrialized was difficult for them because the lack of education. Cuba was a perfect example; it was a nation with the hugest number in homeless and poor people. There weren’t any real jobs in Cuba, most of the citizens were unemployed, “In 1958 Cuba had more registered prostitutes than mine workers and a million and a half Cubans were wholly or partly unemployed” (Galeano, 68). Even though Cuba had this problem, it was a very rich nation because of the sugar plantations and other resources and its refusal in participation in the IMF. The nation did nothing to improve the country’s economy, until Castro came into leadership, which began improving the nation.   

“Half of its children did not go to school in 1958, but, as Fidel Castro has said many times, the ignorance was much broader and more serious than mere illiteracy. The big campaign of 1961 mobilized an army of young volunteers to teach all Cubans to read and write, and the results astonished the world: according to UNESCO’s Department of Education, Cuba now has the lowest percentage of illiterates and the highest percentage attending primary and secondary school in Latin America” (Galeano, 60). 
Even though Fidel Castro is an intimidating person, he showed his sense of pride towards his country, and after doing the bad things he did to his country the citizens of Cuba still respect him for all the improvements that he has brought for his country.

Castro being one of the respectful leaders in his country brought up important points in the meeting of G77, where 133 members of countries met to discuss the IMF and the functions of the World Bank. “Cuba has successfully carried out education, healthcare, culture, science, sports, and other programs---despite four decades of economic blockade---and revaluated its currency seven times in the last five years in relation to the US dollar” (Danaher, 77). Because of Cuba’s non participation, Castro proved to the many leaders and especially IMF executives that their system is blind and only works to rob countries and place them in debt which they can not pay and have to borrow more money just to pay off their debt. Castro’s main concern was and satire was the US government and the creditor countries. He brought up facts of how much US spends each year and how much Latin American countries own in dept to the IMF and World Bank, in which case its mostly US bank. “Every year $800 billion is used to finance weapons and troops, even after Cold War is over, while no less than $400 billion go into narcotics, and additional billions go into commercial publicity that is as alienating as narcotics” (Danaher, 79).  US spend billions yearly while waiting on the dept which developing countries struggle to scramble on. While knowing how corrupted and disturbed the Latin American countries are, they force them to continue borrowing money with a huge percentage of interest.
The IMF is a program that assists poor underachieved nations by lending money that the countries need, for example if they were in need of agriculture. The program seemed to be helping the Third world countries but in reality it only benefited the wealthy. Though not all assistance was the same, there were a number of different kinds of remedy that assisted developing nations to expand into a more successful and flourishing country. Within every Third world nation there are the same problems that go around with the need of attention; these problems can easily come and go.  The Third world nations also had many problems such as poverty, street crime, undeveloped skills to progress industrial production, and many other difficulties that occur in the developing nations.  As these problems occur, many of the citizens of the Third world nations demand changes, and when they seek change they turn to the IMF.  The IMF was told to pay more attention to the poverty from the Third world nations and also that of lending money to the poor.  But as this was occurring, the IMF was not doing what it was told.  If one country is in need of assistance another country has to help or some organization is suppose to help and not just ignore the country.  With many countries in need of assistance the IMF has helped them, and when the years have gone by these countries have had more and more problems.  For instance, if one country received help from the IMF and then as the years went by this country was more into debt and more into citizen problems that the IMF did not fix.  If the IMF helps one country, it has to finish the job and not just leave it alone for good.  The attention that one country needs is what the IMF has to pay attention to.  This attention is what can change a Third world nation and it can even change the whole world.  If the IMF can do a good job to a Third world nation then it can do a good job to the rest of the countries in the world.  The IMF cannot lack off at anything and it has to help the poor and not give the rich an advantage at anything.  The IMF can make mistakes, but these mistakes need to be fixed, this meaning that even though the IMF puts all countries in competition it will make all countries goes against each other and not help one another.  This is not a good thing the IMF can keep up with because it has to pay attention to the needs and wants of the countries.  These needs and wants will always come up and it will have to be fixed sooner or later.  With respect to many problems that the countries have, some have come to being successful in many ways possible.  Some have made it to the top and others have remained the same, poor and unhealthy.   The developing countries that have taken care of themselves have made it to the top.  These developing countries have experienced great success and have made a strong government to themselves.  But for the ones that have not made it, they still live in poverty, death, and unhealthy situations.  These countries with unhealthy situations will never grow successful and it may never take care of itself even though it will try to grow to its maximum need.  

Furthermore, the world that we live in today demands a change for the better of all human beings. The time to rebuild and develop the world is now and it has to continue on for the upcoming generations. A method that will bring the light to all countries around the world especially the third world countries that have suffered the most downfalls ever since their existence needs to be established right away. The world needs to keep on working hard so that one-day all countries can have the same opportunities to succeed and live a prosperous life. In order for the world to become strong and healthy in all aspect of life, more people need to learn about the problems affecting the world today, but most importantly fixing the problems is the greater task. An extended teaching regarding the devastating countries around the world needs to be introduce to the public more quickly so that something positive can be done and relieve some of the many problems in the world today. For the most part people around the world know that the United States is one of the main reasons why millions of people have died around the world and because of that the United States has to take some responsibility for their actions and help make things better. The American government and its large corporations have affected the lives of millions of people in third world countries just so that they could benefit from it and get rich easier. This has caused unemployment, diseases, famine, illiteracy and high death rate just to name a few things.  The truth is that such things are out there and are a threat to many countries on the verge of becoming a third world country. The United States is the richest and most powerful country in the world and because of that they always seem to have countries knocking at their door asking for help but instead of being helped they are tricked into some deal putting them in a bigger deficit than before.
