There are no trees in the tundra because of the permafrost. The topsoil is so thin that only                                          shallow-rooted and 

other small plants 

can be supported. 

Things like reindeer 

moss, small annuals,

dwarf shrubs, cusion 

plants grow in the 

tundra. They are 1,700 

types of plants.

Permafrost=a layer of permanently frozen ground under the topsoil.

There are many animals that can bee seen are 


snowy owls, mosquitos, lemmings, weasels, artic

foxes, snow shoe hares, 



musk oxen, caribou 

and reindeer.
